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  Fighting global warming—
for us

The number of Category 4 and 5 hurricanes has almost doubled in the last 30 years. By 2030, Glacier National 
Park will have no glaciers left. At the current rate of rising sea levels, many areas will be threatened or will no 
longer exist, from island nations and coastal wetlands—such as the Fiji Islands, the region along the Gulf of 
Mexico, and estuaries like the Chesapeake Bay—to large regions of low-lying continents, such as Africa. 

Earth Share of New Jersey member groups actively work with governments, corporations and agencies to 
advocate clean energy alternatives, improved legislation and emissions controls, and better business practices 
legislation which can help curb greenhouse gas emissions and lessen the environmental impact of industry. The 
increasing availability of hybrid technology and alternative energy sources serve as testament to these efforts.

  Fighting global warming—
for wildlife

As temperatures rise, the species that depend on cooler climates suffer. As our glaciers melt and our ice 
masses disappear, wildlife such as polar bears, penguins, caribou, and many others are losing their habitat. 
At the current rate of global warming, it is estimated that 15-37 percent—more than a million species 
worldwide—will become extinct by 2050. 

By actively working to promote energy alternatives and improved legislation to curb greenhouse gas 
emissions, Earth Share of New Jersey member groups are striving to reverse these changes and protect our 
wildlife. Wildlife Rapid Response Teams work to quickly respond to emergency, life-threatening situations, 
assess possible corrective actions, and find solutions to help ensure the survival of our wildlife.

  Preserving natural resources 
and wildlife habitat

At the current rate of habitat destruction, one-fifth of all species on this planet could be extinct within the 
next 30 years.

And it’s not just about animals. More than half of our prescription medicines come from our rainforests, yet 
25-50 acres are destroyed every minute. Earth Share of New Jersey member groups protect millions of acres 
of rainforest in the Amazon and around the world, preserving this precious resource that also is home to at 
least half of the world’s species of wildlife.
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  Protecting our children The childhood asthma rate has doubled in the last decade; the brain cancer rate has increased by 30 percent; 
leukemia has increased by 12 percent over the last three decades. 

Studies link children’s exposure to pesticides to attention deficit disorder, infertility, leukemia, and asthma. Earth 
Share of New Jersey’s member groups have worked together to support passage of local policies in dozens of 
municipalities and states reducing the use of these chemicals in schools, parks and other public areas.

  Protecting ourselves Scientists estimate that everyone alive today carries within her or his body at least 700 contaminants, most of 
which have not been well studied. 

Earth Share of New Jersey member groups participate in nationwide coalitions working to keep mercury, 
phthalates, toxic flame retardants, stain and oil repellants, and other dangerous chemicals from harming 
consumers. Children are especially vulnerable to these exposures, which can cause cancer, nervous system 
damage, and learning disabilities. The campaigns harness consumer and institutional purchasing power to shift 
markets away from health-threatening products and manufacturing processes.

We may not have chosen to live in the world that exists today. Our choices, however, shape the path we follow. We therefore 
have the power to change the world around us. There is something that every one of us can do right now to make our world 
healthier and safer. We can each make good choices every day. We can choose to become an important part of the solution.
